Reasons for Variance

Year to Date Income is $10k favorable to budget.

Sail School is $7k favorable; New member initiation fees are $4k are favorable; Work Party Fees are $2k favorable; and club events
are $2k favorable; while Dues and Lease income is $5k unfavorable with membership at 259 compared to 273 in the budget.

Year to Date Expense is $1k favorable to budget.

Administrative costs continue $2k favorable; Casual Labor cost is $1k favorable; Sail School expense is $1k Favorable; and
Maintenance is $3k unfavorable due to $1k non-routine maintenance for the Sea Pro and $4k unplanned non routine maintenance of
the water system earlier in the year offset with $2k below plan spending for Hydrilla control.

Capital Projects - Completed

We have also completed $23k for new Fixed Assets, which is not included in the actual expenses above. This includes $13.7k for West
Point Ramp Stabilization to improve the life of the ramp and $1.3k for an Automated External Defibrillator for the East Point Pavilion
and $7.7k for a new Honda motor for the pontoon boat. These will be added to Fixed Assets and not become part of the current year
expense.

Capital Projects i _in Progress
We have approved $12.0k to replace the Clubhouse Bar and $6.5k for storage cabinet, chairs and tables which are well underway with
$10k spent and expected to be complete for the Halloween Regatta.
