TREASURER REPORT

August Year to Date Profit & Loss Statement

Financials were presented to Board members during the September 13th meeting and are summarized below. The
August year to date P&L is $8.7k favorable to budget goals with Revenue $7.7k better than expected and Expenses
$1.0k better than expected.

Reasons for Variance

AUGUST YEAR TO DATE INCOME is $8.4k Favorable to Budget: Dues & Fees are $0.2k favorable; Rented Docks are
$1.4k favorable due to service charges to some slips for past storm damage and application of waiting list fees; Other
Leases for trailers, campers, etc. is $1.0k favorable; Special Events is $2.0k unfavorable due to lower participation in
events and this is offset below with lower event expenses; Sail School is $5.4k favorable with the junior program $4.1k
favorable and $1.3k unplanned income for the adult program; Interest Income is $0.4k unfavorable; Initiation Fees
are$0.1k unfavorable; ASC Stores items $0.7k favorable; and Bad Debts are $2.2k favorable.

AUGUST YEAR TO DATE EXPENSE is $9.1k Favorable to Budget: Outside Services is $2.3k unfavorable due to
primarily to $3.0k unfavorable electric usage; resident caretaker category was $4.5k unfavorable primarily associated
with contract labor for landscape service and cleaning facilities; Sail School is $1.6k unfavorable due to unbudgeted
cost for the adult program (this is offset with unplanned adult school income) Maintenance category is $6.7k favorable
due to lower cost for equipment, rental dock repair, and power boat repairs; Special Events is $1.3k favorable due
primarily to below budget spending for Wednesday night fun races; various supplies expenses are $1.7k favorable; and
Depreciation is $7.8k Favorable because we duplicated capitalization of Leased Docks.

Dock Authority Accounting

August Dock Authority Net Assets are $30.3k improved from 2009 Year End. This account reflects the Rental income
less all actual operating expenses for the 123 leased slips and amortization of existing docks as follows:

+$ 58.5k T First, Second, and Third Qtr. Rental Income
-$17.6k 7 Amortization of existing dock assets
-$ 4.4k1 Maintenance

This $100k and the $28k Rebuild Reserve below is more than sufficient funds to support A Dock rebuild. The current
rebuild cost is expected to be $102.2k. The Dock Authority Net Assets will be reduced for the actual cost, when the
project is completed and operational.

August Dock Rebuild Reserve is $28.0k. This account was established at the July, 2009 ASC Board meeting to grow at
$2k per month to assist leveling the cost impact during the early years of the dock rebuild program.
