January Financial statements  were presented during the February Board meeting and 

are summarized below.

Reasons for Variance :  

Income is close to budget with dues, fees, and leases $4.6M unfavorable due to timing of income receipts for slip 

leases, which is offset with $2.6M favorable Work Party  Fees. 

Expenses are $3M favorable due primarily to below spending for maintenance, which is a timing issue with only 

one month of actual spending.  

 

Timely Submittal of Expenses  

During  the past several months there have been numerous late submittals, some several weeks and some 1 to 3 

years. This practice distorts spending on our P&L, with many events absorbing cost from the previous year 

event. To encourage timely submittal, the Board approved a change to our House & Ground rules to require all 

reimbursement requests be filed within 60 days of the activity. Any requests filed after the 60 day time limit will 

be discounted 10% of the gross amount per month.  The Treasurer may waive the 60 -day time limit and discount 

if the member requests such waiver before the 60 -day time limit has passed, and shows that the delay in 

submitting the claim is beyond his or her control. An example could be a delay receiving an invoice from a 

vendor.  

 

Delinq uent Member Dues & Fees   

1.  Of the three potential suspensions from the January meeting, two met a timely payment for dues in arrears and 
the third resigned.  

2.  There are currently two suspended members that will require further Board action to move them to past  
members, because there has been no member action to bring their dues current.  
 

Edna Retiring as ASC Bookkeeper  

After over eight years as our Bookkeeper, Edna has chosen to retire from this duty at the end of February to 

allow more time for relaxing and sailing. While Iõve only worked with Edna 4 months, it seems like a lifetime 

because she has provided me great kno wledge of Quick Books and the ASC financial operations.  I will miss her 

greatly because she is dedicated to provide accurate and timely services. Iõm sure our members will also miss the 

individual attention provided. During this interim, while we search f or a permanent replacement, my skipper and 

friend, Dick Mayne, has volunteered to assume the duties of Bookkeeper, because he helped Edna implement 

much of the Quick Books billing system.   Bear with us, as these roles are transitioned, and we search for a 

replacement.   

 

 

Dock Authority Report 

We are still in the process of researching prices and means of rebuilding A-Dock, with a possibility of rebuilding more 

docks; more news as other options become available.  

 

On a side note, a second Automatic External Defibrillator, AED, has been placed in the ladies bathroom beside 

the first aid station, at the campers bathrooms. This is inside an alarmed case. This is a newer version of the 

one at the club house. Since CPR standards have changed, why not learn the new standards??

Club House Water Heater Improvements: 

Before the project began, the clubhouse had one small leaking inefficient water heater 20+ years old and another newer more efficient water heater 

that is good condition.  The 20+ year old water heater has been removed along with all piping adjacent to both water heaters.  The newer water 

heater was relocated to the corner of the room.  The incoming clubhouse water supply and hot water supply piping and valves were replaced with 

new brass valves and copper piping.  The new hot water piping was installed with valves to ease installation of an additional high efficiency water 

heater for increased visitor capacity if needed.  This project has improved our hot water system delivery, increased our water conservation, and 

reduced our electrical usage.   

West Point Ramp Update: 

 Phase 1 of the west point ramp shoring project has been completed.  The foam shoring worked as advertised.  Commodore Brian Slater deserves a 
huge ñThank Youò for this project and the successful completion of this phase.  Brian spent two workdays at the lake overseeing the contractorôs 
work and lending his expertise to ensure the club received a quality job while maintaining our budget.  Greg Hatcher also deserves a ñThank Youò 
for overseeing the quick repairs to the ramp that were necessary for the shoring project to begin by patching some large potholes with concrete.  
Phase 2 is the final phase of the project and consists of repairing the western weather-edge of the concrete ramp.  This will be done by improving 
and rehabbing the rip rap along this western edge.

Summary of the Augusta Sailing Club Board Meeting of February 8, 2009 

 

A new policy on member reimbursement was established. A member must submit a claim within 60 days after the 

event or activity, or face a penalty in reduced reimbursement, the reduction being 10% of the claim for every month 

it is late. A new Reimbursement Request form was also approved. The House and Ground Rules will be modified to 

implement these. 

Dick Mayne discussed the recent SAYRA meeting in Columbia, SC. One important item was that member clubs must 

participate in the annual meeting in order to take part in the Opti sailing circuit. Camper leases are being reviewed, 

and will be renewed for a term that will bring them all to maturity at the same time. 

Rear Commodore John Lovin discussed the upcoming Spring Cleaning, the completed pump out project and 

upcoming water bypass project. There was discussion of the need for a procedure and operator training for  

the pump-out station, which Greg Hatcher said he would develop. 

Karen Londo has reserved the clubhouse for a wedding rehearsal dinner on October 2, 2009.  Mark Yarbrough, Lee 

Wheatley and Fred Daitch have completed applications with payment and have been published in the Starboard  

Tack. The Board approved them for membership. 

New applications received for Andy Dyer, single; Tony Powell, family; Michael Crews, family; Steve Bivens, family. 

The Board approved their publication in the Starboard Tack. 

Deferring work on the East Point Courtesy Dock until the water level comes up. 

The West Point Dinghy Dock needs work on the hinges between sections, and some boards need to be replaced. 

A-Dock is due for replacement. Estimated cost is $120 thousand. All four old docks will need replacement soon. 

Commodore Slater appointed a committee to study the financing for these replacements. Committee members are 

Tom Renard, Mike Walsh, Ian Buckley, Brian Slater, Dale Demyan. 

An Automatic Electric Defibrillator is installed in an alarmed case inside the Ladies Room in the East Point Pavilion. 

CPR procedures have changed, so there is need for a new CPR certification class. 

Ed Durant is working on the trophies. Ed suggested a new trophy for the Cruiser of the Year. The Board approved 

this. 

The Board authorized Jim Holder to acquire a used JY-15 with trailer, cover and sails, all in good condition, for 

$2,500 for the Youth Program. 

The Board voted to approve $100 for a memorial torch for Past Commodore Roger Davis in the upcoming Relay for 

Life. 
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
