Reasons for Variance  

 

February Year to Date Income is $1.8k Favorable.  

Dues & Fees are $0.5k Favorable; Rented Docks are $0.7k favorable due to one time service charges to some slips for 

past storm damage; Special Events of Hangover Regatta is $0.1k Favorable; and Bad Debts are $0.5k favorable. 

February Year to Date Expenses are $1.3k Favorable. 

Maintenance was $1.0k favorable; all categories of Admin. Supplies, Office Supplies, Race Committee, and Events were 

$1.4k favorable; Electric Expense is $0.6k unfavorable due to higher usage; Resident Caretaker category is $0.5k 

unfavorable due to landscaper cleanup from heavy winds. The Gate House interior painting and floor renovation 

maintenance is completed at budget spending of $10.2k for planned work. 

 

Dock Authority Accounting 

 

February Dock Authority Net Assets are $15.1k improved from 2009 Year End. This account reflects the Rental income 

less all actual operating expenses for the 123 leased slips, as follows:

 +$19.7k ï First Qtr. Rental Income  

 - $  2.8k ï Amortization of B, C, and F docks (Prepaid leases) 

 - $  0.0k ï Maintenance

   $84.3k ï Closing Balance 2/28/2010  
 

The Dock Authority is keeping close control of maintenance as we manage cost in anticipation of our next dock rebuild. 

There will be a Work Party during the Second Quarter, where some spending for materials is needed.  

 

February Dock Rebuild Reserve is $16.0k. This account was established at the July, 2009 ASC Board meeting to grow at 

$2k per month to assist leveling the cost impact during the early years of the dock rebuild program.    

 

SUMMARY OF ASC BOARD MEETING - March 08, 2010  

The board approved a motion to add a 10% surcharge on the total owed for members who are 60 days late on their 

Club dues. Rule 5.2 under Delinquent Member Procedure in the H&G rules was changed. 

 

Rear Commodore: Club grounds work party scheduled for April 10 will be moved back a week to April 17. 

 

The new membership procedures were approved by the Board and added to the House and Ground rules. New 

Member applications can be accepted as soon as April’s board meeting. 

 

Other revisions made to the H&G rules for the new membership procedures. Revisions were made to 1 Membership 

Categories and Responsibilities, 6 Sponsoring a New Member, 7 Membership Process, 8 Guest, 9 Volunteering/

NOTICE of BILLING CHANGE 

 

10% BILLING SERVICE FEE FOR 

 ACCOUNT BALANCES OVER 60 DAYS 

 

Summary: 

The February Board approved a 10% service fee be applied to all member accounts over 60 days in arrears.   

 

Background: 

The quarterly member billing statements for dues and fees are issued on the first day of each calendar quarter; and, 

according to paragraph 5.1 of the ASC House & Ground Rules, these charges are due and payable within that billing 

month. However, receipts can sometimes fall a few days into the next month due to mail time. Certainly by day 60 of the 

billing cycle, these charges should be paid.  

Over the past several quarters, many of the same members have abused this billing requirement, using ASC as a ñfloatò 

for their outstanding cash, yet paying between day 61 and day 90 to avoid the much stiffer suspension penalty for 

accounts over 90 days. At the end of February, there were 23 members ($7,546 or 13% of revenue) in this category, most 

are the same members from previous quarters. This recurring abuse is not fair to the 92 % of membership paying on a 

timely basis and itôs an undue burden sending reminders to delinquent members.  

Implementation Process: 

 This billing practice will begin with the April 1, 2010 Statements.  

 There will be no statement reminder issued at day 31 (after the first month). 

 However, any account balance over 60 days old at the end April 30, 2010 will be issued a statement with a 10% 
service fee on the account balance. 

 Again, at the end of May 31, 2010, any account over 60 days old will receive a statement with the 10% service 
fee. 

Members making Monthly Payments: 

Some members have elected to use monthly payments to spread their expenses over the quarter, as their income is 

spread. This is an understandable and acceptable process, so long as the complete quarterly dues and fees are paid by 

day 60. To meet this requirement, the monthly payment process must begin the first installment in the month preceding 

the beginning of the quarter. So, for the April 1 dues, monthly payments should be made March 15
th

, April 15, and May 

15
th
. 

 

During this first quarter of transition, any member in financial difficulty meeting this requirement should send a memo with 

the April monthly payment explaining how they will make the transition, so the 2
nd

 quarter is completed not later than June 

15, 2010 and the 1
st
 payment for the 3

rd
 quarter is completed by June 30, 2010. After this transition, future quarterly dues 

will be expected by day 60, regardless of the payment method. Failure to begin this monthly payment during April will 

assume dues and fees are payable by day 60 (May 31, 2010).
