U.S. Army Corps of Engineers

For new ASC members, or maybe some of you that have not heard, this is a very
important line of demarcation. It tells us in the club where our club property and the
property under the administration of the Corps of Engineers meet. This property line is
marked by stakes in the ground and witnessed by trees with blasé hash marks on them.

What does this mean to the club you might ask? Anything that the club has on Corps
property, our docks, paths, boat ramps, road ways and even light poles must be
permitted by the Corp. We must renew these permits and pay a fee every five years.
When we use the permitted areas, we, the club and our members, must adhere to the
articles of the J. Strom Thurmond Shoreline Management PlanA part of the
requirements are that in the west Dinghy lot we are not to leave boats or trailers parked
below the Corps Line signs when we are not using them. Allowed use is over weekends
when the owner is on site and using the equipment. For extend parking the owner
should move the equipment to his designated dry storage space or take it off site. The
same is true of the beach areas. Exceptions being the school Sunfish are allowed to
remain on the beach during the Sail Camp time and also Club beach boats that are used
every weekend.

This brings me to the fact that the Corp requested that we remove a unapproved path
used by some golf carts to the west beach and the temporary Bar-B-Q pit. This has been
done and the path is closed by a tree log. Please don’t use golf carts off the established
roadways, and respect the requirements of our permits.

Treasurer Report

June Year to Date Profit & Loss Statement

Financials were presented to Board members during the Junel2th meeting and are summarized below. The June year to
date P&L is $9.7k favorable to budget goals with Revenue $8.9k better than expected and Expenses $0.8k better than
expected.

Reasons for Variance

JUNE YEAR TO DATE INCOME is $8.9k Favorable to Budget: Dues & Fees are $0.6k favorable; Rented Docks are
$1.1k favorable due to service charges to some slips for past storm damage and application of waiting list fees; Special
Events are $0.7k unfavorable; Sail School is $4.1k favorable with all sail camp slots filled and $1.3k unplanned income
for the adult program; and Bad Debts are $1.7k favorable.

JUNE YEAR TO DATE EXPENSE is $0.8k Favorable to Budget: Electric Expense is $2.0k unfavorable due to higher
usage; resident caretaker category was $4.1k unfavorable primarily associated with contract labor for landscape service
and cleaning facilities; Sail School is $1.2k unfavorable due to unbudgeted cost for the adult program (this is offset with
unplanned adult school income) Maintenance category is $6.3k favorable due to lower cost for equipment and power
boat repairs; various supplies expenses are 1.8k favorable.

Dock Authority Accounting

June Dock Authority Net Assets are $25.4k improved from 2009 Year End. This account reflects the Rental income less
all actual operating expenses for the 123 leased slips, as follows:

$69.2k T Opening Balance 1/1/2010
+$39.2k T First & Second Qtr. Rental Income
-$ 8.2k i Amortization of B, C, and F docks (Prepaid leases)
-$ 2.3k Maintenance
-$ 5.1k T Electric and Insurance
$92.8k 7 Closing Balance 6/30/2010
This $93k and the $24k Rebuild Reserve below is more than sufficient funds to support our next dock rebuild. The May
board meeting approved a $101.2k contract with Floating Docks to replace A dock

June Dock Rebuild Reserve is $24.0k. This account was established at the July, 2009 ASC Board meeting to grow at $2k
per month to assist leveling the cost impact during the early years of the dock rebuild program

* In June, 14 members were assessed a 10% penalty on the portion of their account that was 60 days in arrears.
