Treasurer Report 

July Year to Date Profit & Loss Statement 

Financials were presented to Board members during the August 9th meeting and are summarized below. The July year 

to date P&L is $8.7k favorable to budget goals with Revenue $7.7k better than expected and Expenses $1.0k better 

than expected.

Reasons for Variance  

JULY YEAR TO DATE INCOME is $7.7k Favorable to Budget: Dues & Fees are $0.2k favorable; Rented Docks are 

$0.9k favorable due to service charges to some slips for past storm damage and application of waiting list fees; Other 

rental fees for trailers, campers, etc. is $1.0k favorable; Special Events is $2.1k unfavorable due to lower participation in 

events and this is more than offset with lower than budget expenses; Sail School is $4.1k favorable with all sail camp 

slots filled and $1.3k unplanned income for the adult program; ASC Stores items $0.4k favorable; and Bad Debts are 

$1.9k favorable.  

JULY YEAR TO DATE EXPENSE is $1.0k Favorable to Budget: Outside Services is $2.0k unfavorable due primarily to 

$2.6k unfavorable electric usage; Resident Caretaker category is $5.7k unfavorable primarily associated with 

unbudgeted contract labor for landscape service and cleaning facilities; Sail School is $1.2k unfavorable due to 

unbudgeted cost for the adult program (this is offset with unplanned adult school income) Maintenance category is 

$6.7k favorable due to lower cost for equipment, rental dock repair, and power boat repairs; Special Events is $1.3k 

favorable due primarily to below budget spending for Wednesday night fun races; and various supplies expenses are 

1.9k favorable. 

Dock Authority Accounting 

July Dock Authority Net Assets are $40.5k improved from 2009 Year End. This account reflects the Rental income less 

all actual operating expenses for the 123 leased slips as follows:

This $110k and the $26k Rebuild Reserve below is more than sufficient funds to support our next dock rebuild. The 

current rebuild cost for A Dock is expected to be $102.2k. The Dock Authority Net Assets will be reduced for the actual 

cost, when the project is completed and operational.  

July Dock Rebuild Reserve is $26.0k. This account was established at the July, 2009 ASC Board meeting to grow at 

$2k per month to assist leveling the cost impact during the early years of the dock rebuild program.

A FEW FACTS AND INFORMATION ABOUT THE 

ASC SAIL CAMP 
Submitted by Jim Holder 

 
 

The Summer Sailing program has grown every year. We topped 100 students in 2007, last year we 
had 120 and now 130. This year we also experimented with a brand new program “Race Week,” for 
single-handed and crewed boats – an intense week of rules, strategies and starting techniques. We 
also explored the psychology behind successful skipper-crew relationships, something every sailor 
should take a close look at.  
Sail Camp is NOT a six-week endeavor as some might think. My job starts in January with boat 
preparation and upkeep. In March the administration starts: flyers, advertising, answering emails and 
phone calls, logging in paid applications and mailing out waivers and medical forms. It is a five month 
nonstop effort; it just doesn't happen by itself.  
As successful as we have been, is the program what we want it to be? Not in the least. Do we need 
to improve? Absolutely and we are trying. Our certified instructors and three camp counselors have 
daily meetings every sail camp to kick around ideas, and see what is working and what is not. The 
weather dictates the program completely and every group of students is different. Every day I get 
asked, "what are we going to do today". My answer, "it all depends on the wind we have to work 
with". When we have good teaching wind ( a steady 5 to 8 kts. ) things go really well. More wind or 
less is where the problems develop, especially with the rank beginners. Adjustments have to be 
recognized and made.  This year we had almost 25 youths in every class, and from these 25, we had 
at least four levels of talent and desire.  
With various wind conditions and four levels of talent to work with, every day of every class is 
different. There is hardly ever a norm. One of our main goals is to make everyone comfortable in the 
boat in all weather conditions. However, we must always remind ourselves that this is a sail camp, 
and while we are here to introduce some to the sport, others to enhance their sailing skills they 
already have, they are also here to have FUN and learn to be safe on the water by respecting their 
equipment, each other and most of all, Mother Nature.  
Over all, it is a complicated set of criteria's to accomplish with so many variables and things 
sometimes can become trying. Is all this rewarding? Not always. But I believe if you love the sport, 
you are obligated to pass it on. The future of anything depends on the youth.  Otherwise, it will 
eventually disappear.  
 

Remote Gate Openers 
With the loss of the ability to use a key to open the Club grounds gate, people 
have asked about obtaining garage door type “Remotes“.  We have found a 
vendor and have a small supply on hand to be purchased by the membership.  
You can see Dick Crow to get a remote unit, the cost will be $25.00. 
  
I expect the original order will go fast, and we will get a new supply when what 
we have are nearly gone.
